Why is it good to write one?

e It's your chance to make a great first impression!

e Helps the school or college make a better decision about your application

e |t gets you thinking about what you're good at

e Your strengths and skills

e How they can support you with your career choices

e Good practice for the future as most universities, apprenticeships or jobs
require one

v' Your career aspirations or people that inspire you
v" Favourite subjects at school

v' Interests or hobbies

v" What you’re most proud of
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How long should it be?

e Min 10/ Maximum 5,000 characters
e No need to write too much
e Here is an example (approx. 550)

e You cannot tailor to individual schools/colleges
e Use the ‘Why are you applying’ section in the application form to do this

e Get a parent/teacher to check your statement (but don’t get them to write it!)
e Check for spelling and grammar mistakes

e Jot down first on paper or word document before adding to KentChoices

e Don’t write anything negative

e Be honest
