	Part 1: Explore each of the Post-16 Options – Sixth form, college, apprenticeships, training and work with training.

	Introduction to KentChoices 
	Show students the introduction to KentChoices video (5:25 minutes)
	5 Minutes 

	Exploring KentChoices 
	Students to be given 10 minutes to explore the KentChoices website. Students can research local courses, providers, open days ect. 
Ask students to feedback what they have found, what they thought was interesting, what they couldn’t find, if they have any questions.

	Providing log in details
	Provide young people with their log in details, encourage young people to set up the alternative login method.
	5 Minutes

	Setting up KentChoices profiles 
	Students to be given 20 minutes to complete their profile (missing out their personal statement). Students to input their personal details, contact information, work experience, predicted grades.

Refer to the ‘KentChoices teacher guide: Logging in’ for support and tips.
	20 Minutes 

	Timeline and next steps
	Discuss with students the timeline of Year 11, and key point in the academic year.
Lesson 2, to cover personal statements and make applications.
